L6 light towers should have one 70 uF, capacitor and L8 light towers should  Have one 100 UF or 2-50 uF  capacitors.

If you are replacing a capacitor on a generator that has two 50 uF capacitors, both

Capacitors should be removed and replaced with one 100 uF capacitor IR CPN 36883486.  The extra T5 and T8 wires should be removed or taped up.

The L6 capacitor is a 70uF and is IR CPN 36883478
