SYMPTOMS: Compressor Fluid Level Varies

CAUSE: The compressor fluid level is affected by the type fluid and whether the level is
checked when the machine is operating or stopped.

REMEDY: The compressor oil level for the listed air compressor models should be checked
with the machine in the stopped/static state. On some machines the decal located on the
separator tank and in the Operator, Maintenance and Parts Manual instructs the operator to
check while running. Although this is an acceptable practice, changes have been made to the
separator tank decal and the Operation, Maintenance and Parts Manual instructing the
operator to check the compressor oil level while in the stopped/static state. New separator tank
decals are available by ordering part number 22383319.
